Melt butter and lightly fry onion and
chilli. Add sugar and once melted, add
beer and cook until thickened. Add
balsamic vinegar to taste.

Spread the buns with aioli. Layer with
prawns and avocado, before laying
salmon on top. Add a good spoonful
of onion chutney on each and garnish
with garlic sprouts.
